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No-Flame Advent Wreath


A No-Flame Advent Wreath is a great way for young children to celebrate Advent! Children are able to make and 'light' their wreaths with no danger of being burned!

What You Need: 

· 4 cardboard toilet paper rolls 

· 1 cardboard paper towel roll (cut 1/3 of it off) 

· glue 

· yellow tissue paper 

· purple, pink, white and green paint 

· a Styrofoam disk 

· small pine branches (real or silk


What You Do: 

1. Drip glue down the sides of the paper towel and toilet paper rolls 

2. Drip from the top of the roll and allow the glue to run down the sides. (This will make a dripping wax effect on the 'candles'.) Allow to dry. 

3. Paint 3 toilet paper rolls purple, and 1 pink. 

4. Paint the paper towel roll white and the Styrofoam disk green. Allow to dry. 

5. Carefully push while twisting the rolls into the disk according to the picture above. (You can place a bead of glue on the bottom of the cardboard rolls so they'll stay put.) 

6. Place the pine branches around the cardboard rolls. 

7. Push yellow tissue paper into the cardboard rolls and pull up to 'light' your 'candles'!
